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A new electronic filing 

program for the IL -1120,  

Corporation Income and 

Replacement Tax Return, 

is about to launch!  Illinois 

will be joining the IRS 

modernized e -File for the 

IL -1120 return in 2010 for 

2009 returns.  This 

program will allow all IRS 

qualified corporate 

modernized e -Filers to 

submit their IL -1120 

electronically with the 

federal form.  The Illinois 

return and payments may 

also be submitted separatel y 

from the federal return.

management functions 

without having to contact 

payments, and registration 

records.  Phase two will 

include maintenance 

functions such as changing 

registration information, 

adding sites, and filing 

returns.

We will be 

supporting our ñlegacyò 

FED/State and Direct 

Electronic Filing programs 

plus MeF for 3 years.  Our 

plan is to phase out our 

FED/State and Direct 

Electronic Filing programs 

by the end of 2012.  

The IRS spent over 3 years 

on the design and 

development of a new       

e-File system which is often 

referred to as Modernized  

e-File (MeF).  MeF is a web -

based system that allows 

electronic filing of several 

different returns through 

the Internet. MeF uses the 

widely accepted XML 

format.  MeF provides the 

benefits of more explicit 

error conditions with new 

error codes that pinpoint 

error location; faster, near 

real -time acknowledgement s; 

and integrated payment 

options where a return can 

be e -Filed and a balance 

due can be paid with 

electronic funds withdrawal 

at the same time.
