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As permitted under the Municipal Motor Fuel Tax Law, 
65 ILCS 5/8-11-2.3, effective January 1, 2025, the following 
municipality in Cook County is imposing a Municipal Motor Fuel Tax or 
is changing its Municipal Motor Fuel Tax rate on sales of motor fuel at 
retail within the municipality.

You must adjust your cash register and any computer program so 
that beginning on January 1, 2025, you will collect and pay the correct 
Municipal Motor Fuel Tax rate. You need to contact your software 
vendor if you use software to create your forms.
